PERRY PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD OF TRUSTEES July 13, 2023

The Perry Public Library Board of Trustees met in regular session on Thursday, July 13, 2023, at 8 a.m.
Note: This meeting was held in-person at the Perry Public Library.

Board members Kendall Rathje, Margaret Ruggle, Rosa Gonzalez, Mark Miller, and Heather Karolus were
present. Library Director Mary Murphy, Deputy Library Director Misty VonBehren, Friends’ President
Kathy Miller, and Friends’ Vice President Becky Reuter were also present.

Library Board President Mark Miller called the meeting to order.

Agenda — Kendall Rathje moved to approve the agenda with Heather Karolus seconding the motion.
